• AD 1874. Charles Taze Russell, predicted 1914. 
• AD 1980, Jeanne Dixon, predicted the 1980s. 
• AD 1970, Hal Lindsey, predicted the 1980s. 
• AD 1990, Elizabeth Clare Prophet, predicted 1990. 
• AD 1993, David Koresh, predicted 1993. 
• AD 2005, Multitudes of clerics profess the End is 

near. 
 
In each and every case (as history will prove correct) these 
prophesies, some by the greatest Christian theologians 
ever, were dead wrong.  There is a penalty mentioned in the 
Bible regarding false prophesy: DEATH.  DT 18 20-22, EZ 
14:9  Yet even with their lives and souls at risk, many 
clerics still postulate that they know the mind of God 
and His time and place.  Repent!  The End Is Near!  But 
the End is no nearer now than ever and one should turn 
their backs to those who would usurp God’s power by 
making false prophesies.

• The Bible asks true believers to sacri-
fice their firstborn 

 EX 22:29.   
• The Bible recommends slaying your 

family and friends. 
 DT 13:6-10 
• The Bible says it is permitted to sell 

your daughters into slavery. 
 EX 21:7-11 
• The Bible says those who abandon 

their families for God will be rewarded.   
 MK 10:29, LK 18:29 
• The Bible recommends you hate your 

family. 
 LK 14:26 
• Offer your virgin daughters to a per-

verted crowd for sexual sport. 
 GE 19:8 
• Incest and impregnating your daugh-

ters while drunk is the mark of one 
“favored” of God.

• Polygamy is encouraged.

• Divorce is prohibited.

Although it almost goes without saying, this pam-
phlet defines abortion as: 
 
“The willful termination of a pregnancy as a re-
sult of outside forces resulting in the death of 
the fetus.” 
 
The words “willfulness” and “outside forces”  under-
line the differences between an abortion and a mis-
carriage.   
 
The word, “abortion” is not in the Bible although the 
act (by the above definition) is not only condoned 
but commanded by God.   
 
Hosea 13:16 “Samaria shall become desolate; for 
she hath rebelled against her God: they shall fall by 
the sword: their infants shall be dashed in pieces, 
and their women with child shall be ripped” 
 
2KI 15:16  “Then Menahem smote Tiphsah, and all 
that were therein, and the coasts thereof from Tir-
zah: because they opened not to him, therefore he 
smote it; and all the women therein that were with 
child he ripped up.”
